Algebra Continued

Today I want you to find the value of unknown numbers. These might get a little complicated so you need to discuss them with your talk partner.

3n+5=20

4n-20=60

12a-15=129

3e/5=3

4/e=2

This is where it gets a bit tricky so work hard with your partner, use the 3 steps carefully and think about the inverse operations

If B is twice the value of A, find A and B in the following equations

A+B=30

2A+3B=70

B-A=30

A+B+15=45

If A is 3 times bigger than B, can you work out the value of A and B in the following equations?

A+B=40

A-B=6

AB=300

2A/B=6

Now we move on to problems involving algebra. Can you solve the following?

Pamela found 6 stones near a lake. Reina found some stones as well. When they put all of their stones together, Pamela and Reina had 21 stones. Which equation, when solved, will show how many stones Reina found?
